As of Wednesday, May 27, 2020, the number of positive COVID-19 cases in Plainfield now stands at Two Thousand and Ninety-
Seven (2097) within the ages of twenty-four (24) days old to ninety-six (96) years old. There are an additional Two Thousand, Eight
Hundred and Eighty-Five (2885) individuals quarantined as a result of exposure to the virus. There is one new death to report today,
a 40-year-old Hispanic male. This brings the total amount of fatalities to ninety-eight (98).

Governor Phil Murphy has announced that modified in-person graduation ceremonies for school districts and colleges/universities
can begin on July 6, 2020. Graduation ceremonies can only be held virtually before this date. | know how hard students have been
working to maintain high marks during these difficult times, and they deserve to celebrate their accomplishments alongside their
peers, friends, and family members. | want to congratulate all Plainfield students who are graduating either from the school district
or any higher education establishment.
