Two Thousand, One Hundred and Twelve (2112) Confirmed Cases of COVID-19 in Plainfield. Additional Two Thousand, 
Eight Hundred and Ninety-Four (2894) In Quarantine. 
  
May 28, 2020 
  
Dear Friends and Neighbors, 
  
As of Thursday, May 28, 2020, the number of positive COVID-19 cases in Plainfield now stands at Two Thousand, One Hundred and 
Twelve (2112) within the ages of twenty-four (24) days old to ninety-six (96) years old. There are an additional Two Thousand, Eight 
Hundred and Ninety-Four (2894) individuals quarantined as a result of exposure to the virus. There is one new death to report 
today, a 33-year-old Hispanic male. This brings the total amount of fatalities to ninety-nine (99). 
 
This past Tuesday, Governor Phil Murphy announced that professional sports teams which train or play in New Jersey can now 
practice and engage in games or matches.  
 
In addition, modified in-person graduation ceremonies for school districts and colleges/universities can begin on July 6, 2020. 
Graduation ceremonies can only be held virtually before this date. The full guidelines from the New Jersey Department of Education 
and the Office of the Secretary of Higher education were published yesterday.
