As of Sunday, June 7, 2020, the number of positive COVID-19 cases in Plainfield now stands at Two Thousand, One Hundred and 

Seventy-Three (2173)  within the ages of twenty-four (24) days old to ninety-six (96) years old. There are an additional Three 

Thousand, One Hundred and Fifty-Two (3152) individuals quarantined as a result of exposure to the virus. There are no new 
deaths to report today.
