Dear Friends and Neighbors, 
  
Thankfully, there are no COVID-19 related deaths to report today. Since Monday, July 13, there have been eight (8) new 
confirmed cases of COVID-19 in Plainfield, bringing our total to two thousand, two-hundred and eighty-three (2283). 
Since that date, fifty-five (55) additional persons have been quarantined. Two thousand and eighty-six (2086) people 
have recovered from the virus. There have been no new deaths to report since Wednesday, July 1. The total number of 
fatalities stands at one-hundred and ten (110).
