Two Thousand, One Hundred and Forty-Nine (2149) Confirmed Cases of COVID-19 in Plainfield. Additional Two 
Thousand, Nine Hundred and Eighty-One (2981) In Quarantine.

Dear Friends and Neighbors, 
  
As of Wednesday, June 3, 2020, the number of positive COVID-19 cases in Plainfield now stands at Two Thousand, One Hundred and 
Fifty-Eight (2158) within the ages of twenty-four (24) days old to ninety-six (96) years old. There are an additional Two Thousand, 
Nine Hundred and Ninety-Four (2994) individuals quarantined as a result of exposure to the virus. There is one new death to report 
today, an 87-year-old Hispanic male. This brings the total amount of fatalities to one hundred and three (103)

live chat on Facebook. They will share the latest updates on the NJEDA’s COVID-19 Economic Relief Package for Businesses in New 
Jersey.
